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Neurosurgeon Scott Simon, MD is First Surgeon to Treat Patients with Stamford Hospital’s New CyberKnife® Robotic Radiosurgery System

Stamford, CT - The CyberKnife® Center at Stamford Hospital has officially opened its doors to patients in Fairfield and Westchester Counties to be treated with the world's only radiosurgery system designed to treat cancerous and non-cancerous tumors anywhere in the body with sub-millimeter accuracy. Patients with tumors diagnosed as inoperable or too surgically complex to remove are now being treated at CyberKnife® Centers around the world.  Stamford Hospital is the only provider of this technology in Fairfield and Westchester Counties. 


The CyberKnife system, manufactured by Accuray Incorporated, is a noninvasive image-guided robotic surgery system designed to continuously track and detect tumor location and correct for tumor and patient movement during treatment. The system directs radiation beams into tumors from virtually unlimited directions with extreme accuracy to minimize damage to surrounding healthy tissue and vital organs. Surgeons can treat tumors anywhere in the body including the brain, spine, lung, liver, and prostate with the new system. The technology has already been used to treat more than 40,000 patients by over 100 institutions around the world, including many of the world's most prestigious cancer centers.
Dr. Scott Simon is Neurosurgical Director of Cyberknife Radiosurgery for the Stamford Hospital CyberKnife team, which includes radiation oncologists, surgeons, medical physicists, radiation therapists, a nurse and a medical dosimetrist. Patients also have the support of a dedicated CyberKnife nurse coordinator, who communicates with both the patient and physicians. 
 
"The exceptional degree of accuracy of the Cyberknife System makes it possible for surgeons to use maximum doses of radiation, with significantly less risk to normal tissue,” explains Dr. Simon. “Patients don’t need anesthesia or a head and body frame. They can be treated on an outpatient basis, typically, in one visit. The minimal recovery time and quick return to normal activities is an advantage that can not be understated.”
Stamford Hospital received approval from the State Office of Health Care Access last year to acquire CyberKnife.  The system is the latest addition to the Bennett Cancer Center's host of available cancer and tumor treatment options.  CyberKnife is housed in a new facility at the hospital's Tully Health Center, conveniently located to downtown Stamford.
